The 2nd grade at West Amwell started the
Footprints for Life program on Friday, April
12th, which is taught by Hunterdon
Prevention Resources. The six lessons will
cover topics like emotions, conflict
resolution, peer pressure, and drug
prevention. At the end of each class,

students perform a puppet show related to
the content of the lesson.

Most of all, WAS and LPS students connected with each other and made lasting
memories during the activities, meals, and overnights.
